« Learn basic floristry techniques to create a range of floral designs, including circular posies, triangular arrangements, and
sheath designs.

« Identify key floristry techniques and begin to understand core design principles.

« Discuss the floral materials used in your designs and how to care for them to make the most of their quality and lifespan.
« Learn how to price a single design for sale, including a breakdown of material costs, labour, and profit.

« Explore the use of sustainable materials and how to incorporate them into your work.

Your progress will be informally assessed by the tutor, and you'll also track your development each week using an individual
learning plan.

What will the course lead on to?

This course leads on to further learning opportunities on one of our many short courses. There are also themed short courses
available throughout the academic year, including Spring, Summer, Wedding, and Christmas floristry.

It provides a solid foundation of skills that could support progression onto an accredited course with another provider.

However, you'll be asked
to bring some additional foliage each week to enhance your arrangements—your tutor will provide guidance on this during the
first session.
